These are examples of character traits found from a Google search for discussion purposes.  You could ask for examples of what your participants believe are character traits of a professional person.  You might consider writing their responses on the board or chart paper and compare them to the virtues when you get to slide 6.

Everyone has character traits, both good and bad.  Even made up characters in books have character traits.  Ask the participants to think about the words you’ve talked about and determine if they think any of them are part of their values.

Remind your participants that Air Force professionals are distinguished by a willing commitment and loyalty to Air Force Core Values and their virtues which takes deliberate practice.  Deliberate practice is purposeful and focused on improving your thinking which in turn will effect your decision making.  

Honorable = to hold in deep respect; principled.  Ask for examples of honorable actions that participants have been a part of or have witnessed either in the Air Force or somewhere else. Segue to TLC by asking a rhetorical question “How do we get to committing to our core values?”

Ask participants to think about one of their relationships.  After a few seconds ask them to think about the quality of the relationship:  how well do you communicate?  How does it feel?  Do you enjoy this relationship?  Then ask them to determine if the relationship is high trust or low trust.
